April 1st is the deadline for applications for Fall semester 

October 1st is the deadline for applications for Spring semester. 

Applications 

To apply for the Literature Graduate Program, click on this link to access the Graduate School 
Application Portal. 

If you intend to apply for a Graduate Teaching Assistantship (GTA) as well, you must submit your 

program application as well as the completed separate GTA application to your profile by 

January 15th. 

The program application documents needed to complete your application are: 

• Resume or CV 

• Your Statement of Purpose: double-spaced, two pages, to introduce yourself and state 

your goals while in this graduate program. Upload this form online. 

• Your Writing Sample: Details below. Upload this form online. 

• English Proficiency Test (if applicable): click Accepted Tests and Minimum Scores 

• Optional: The optional GTA application. 

• Two Letters of Recommendation. 

Online, provide the e-address of each recommender who has agreed to write a letter. 

Your recommenders will be e-mailed instructions to upload their letters. 

• Transcripts: These must be from each university or college you attended that represent the 

course work you completed for your bachelor's degree and any advanced degrees since 

then. Unofficial transcripts are accepted for application review. To send official transcripts, 
ask each institution to send  hard copies directly to this address:

M.A. in Literature Application Tips: 

Your writing sample should indicate your familiarity with the aims and conventions of literary 

analysis; it should demonstrate the ability to engage with current critical debates or interact 

with secondary sources, or both. It should be about 7-10 pages long, citations added as needed, 

12-pt. font (Times Roman or Arial), double-spaced, pages numbered, your name and title of pa-

per on first page, above the start of your text. 

GTA Application Instructions: 

Prepare the two parts of your GTA application as one document, to appear in this order: 

1. Your Statement of Teaching Interest—opportunity to express your interest in composition 

pedagogy and practice, to discuss your teaching-related training and/or experience. 

2.    The Background Experience form—this is a fillable form to complete and save to your 
computer until ready to upload entire GTA application. 

Our GTAs teach three sections of CO150 College Composition each year, primarily to freshmen 

and sophomores. Being awarded a GTAship for U.S. applicants would provide full paid tuition in 
your first year, and in-state tuition for your 2nd. International applicants receive full tuition re-
mission as they are not eligible for CO state residency. This positions also offers a monthly sti-
pend for the fall and spring semesters in an academic year, as well as other benefits. Click the

Residents 
of Alaska, Arizona, California, Colorado, The CNMI, Guam, Hawaii, Idaho, Montana, Nevada, New 
Mexico, North Dakota, Oregon, South Dakota, Utah, Washington, and Wyoming are eligible for 
in-state tuition.
